At the AGM and Goalden Globes held in July last year Netball East launched its 60th anniversary and celebrated in style with a trip down memory lane remembering the dedicated and innovative women who started our regional association all those years ago.
During this 60th year of Netball in the East, the region has continued to grow and remains the region with highest number of affiliated participants with over 12,000 adult and junior members.

Reflecting on the last twelve months we have some outstanding achievements within the East region that warrant special mention:

· Gary Burgess gained  his International Umpire Award and was also named  Co-operative Super League Umpire of the Year
· Five young players from the Region were selected into the National Excel Pathway. Loran Wyatt, Shaunagh Craig, Danielle Stigwood, Alice Ewer and Christie Simpson.  Alice was also selected to represent England in Australia

· Mavericks were in the Cooperative Netball Super league final for the fifth successive year, and were runners up 

· Turnford Netball Club won the Queen’s Award for voluntary services

· Cheryl Danson and Sheelagh Redpath received the Netball Europe service award

Throughout the year the Regional Management Board, Technical Support Groups and County Committees continued their hard work and you can read of their specific achievements in the relevant sections of this annual report. Netball East now has 56 accredited CAPS Clubs, 6 gold, 11 silver and 39 bronze. 

The Regional Management Board met four times and all of the Technical Support Groups (TSG’s) are now fully operational and achieving great results. The TSG’s are Membership, Finance and Business, Competition, Coaching, Officiating, Talent and Communication and Marketing.

FINANCE AND BUSINESS 

In Appendix 2 to this report are the accounts for the year ending 31st August 2009. Copies of these accounts and the auditor’s certificate have already been sent to all member counties soon after the completion of the audit but these accounts are presented for formal adoption.

During the year we have continued to progress the development programmes on which my colleagues have commented in their reports. As part of the finance remit we have continued with the Grant scheme and assisted 9 coaches with their course costs as well as agreeing to assist a further 8 with courses due to take place in the coming months. The reduction in numbers assisted compared to previous years is due to the ability of coaches to source funding from the EU Social fund in a scheme which is administered by ACER (Associations of Colleges in East Region) in conjunction with the County Sports Partnerships. We have actively been directing coaches to this source of funding as it provides a more attractive deal for the coaches and I believe that if we do not take up these opportunities then we may not be able to access them in the future. The EU social fund scheme has been running for several years but whether in the current fiscal and political climate this will continue in the future remains to be seen. Grants are also available from the County Sports Partnerships in their own right as well as some County Associations and we are therefore reviewing the grants scheme to see how we need to take this forward. 

We have also applied for and been granted some funds from the AENA Youth Trust to assist under 21’s with the cost of 15 level 1 and 10 level 2 courses between now and March 2011. Counties have been advised and there has been some take up by level 1 applicants but we do need to get the message across that these funds are available. 

Last year the affiliations were increased and I advised members that the increase was part of a two stage process to ensure that we had the reserves to meet our future commitments. You will therefore see that proposal to increase the rate of affiliation by another 20p for first claim participants over 19 from 80p to £1 and for under 19’s by a similar percentage from 40p to 50p. The cost to schools remains unchanged.

Courses

Once again, a comprehensive programme of over 40 Officiating courses has been arranged by counties and the Region, and this calendar has been regularly updated, amended and circulated.

The Region, itself, arranged the Regional Umpire Tutor Accreditation Course in November, which now means that all East Region Umpire Tutors have been successfully reaccredited to tutor for a further four years under the new EN guidelines. 

Unfortunately the B Award course planned to take place in Norfolk for November had to be cancelled, but a further course was held in East Essex in February attended by 16 applicants - tutored by Maureen Lee and Dawn Bullimore.

Three New Umpire Testers Workshops have been held across the region during the season, where we have been piloting a new course on behalf of EN. In total 29 prospective new C Award testers attended – the sessions being tutored by Yvonne Adshead and June Snellin.

In response to concerns expressed by EN, EN YODO, RM and NDOs, two Youth Umpire Orientation Workshop Training Sessions were held in February and April. 16 Umpire and Coach Tutors attended these sessions which were tutored by Anne Marie Riddle and June Snellin, with Sheelagh Redpath in attendance on both occasions.

A further Table Officials Course was held in April, tutored by June Snellin and Maureen Lee, attended by 9 participants, and as a result of the course held last season, we now have four candidates awaiting final Table Officials accreditation by EN.

Mentoring

The East Mentoring Scheme has continued to support umpires at all levels across counties and the Region. Under the direction and organisation of Yvonne Adshead, we have continued to provide umpires at all Mavericks training sessions – both Open and NTL – with Mentors there on each occasion giving support and guidance as necessary, and also at NTL matches.

This season, for the first time, at the Regional Round of National Schools we were able to provide mentoring support for the 30 umpires. Chris Beasley, Dawn Bullimore, Lesley Devereux, Jill Harrison, Maureen Lee and Bernadette Palmer provided the mentoring under the leadership of Yvonne and Anne Marie Riddle. Carrying on from this, at the Regional Screening Day in July a group of talent identified umpires will officiate with further mentoring being provided by Jo Stentiford and June Snellin.

· Gary Burgess (Bedfordshire/Norfolk) who has gained his IFNA Award and also been selected to umpire at the Commonwealth Games in Delhi in October 2010.

22 players were chosen to attend Regional Academy training, last July.  Training started in September, once a month, at Hatfield University.  Initially, Sue Collins (Regional Talent Coach) was the Head Coach, with Linda Gaine (East Essex) her assistant.  Donna Sullivan (Suffolk) took over as Manager.  After Sue's resignation, Danielle Titmuss (Herts) was appointed the Regional Talent

Coach.

5 young players from the Region were selected into the National Excel Pathway.  Loran Wyatt, Shaunagh Craig, Danielle Stigwood (Beds), Alice Ewer (Norfolk) and Christie Simpson (East Essex).  Alice has been selected to represent England in Australia.

We have run two Excel centres where National squad players and Mavericks Youth players have trained together. Also, for the first time there were two Extension centres (REX) for the Regional Academy players.  These centres were in Beds and East Essex.  The players trained every fortnight and showed rapid improvement in their skills and the application of what had been coached at the Regional Academy.

Every County Academy was invited to send their best players to attend the extension sessions at the Regional Academy for Shooting, Defending and Centre Court work.

Several 'Talent ID and Selection' workshops (which replaces the 'PSW' workshop)have been run by Danielle Titmuss, trying to cover each County.  Also, a Regional 'Scouting' workshop was held in May.  Every County was represented and now the Scouts will be attending as many tournaments or junior leagues as possible, in order to find young talented players.

Regional Screening for the selection of the 2010/11 training squad will take place on July 11th and the most promising will be invited to the Mavericks Youth trials are on July 18th.
The Talent group has worked closely with the Coaching group, this year and with this in mind, a coach from each County will be invited to assist at each of the Regional Training sessions next season.

Once again I thank the East Region Management Committee for their continued support of the Talent group and the Regional Academy players.

COUNTY REPORTS
BEDFORDSHIRE 

The 09-10 season and been another busy season across the whole of the County, one of the main challenge this season being the unkindly weather which caused problems with postponement of many matches across all three Leagues, quite unprecedented in many years of netball.  Brief highlights from the Leagues are as follows. 

Marshalls Heritage League - A successful full calendar of events throughout the season was run despite the worse weather conditions experienced in 30 years of playing.

The League’s Annual Awards dinner was well supported again with a representative from the League’s Sponsors, Marshalls; proceeds from the evening enabled the League to make a donation to Breast Cancer Care of £500. 

Luton, Dunstable & District League - The League continues to receive sponsorship from Wyvern Shipping for the 6th consecutive year, which is most appreciated in these difficult financial times.  Increased team entries enabled another division to be added to the League and the trial of a Summer League proved successful and will now be run on an annual basis, showing continued interest in the League.

The League held a Versatility Tournament which was well supported and £200 was raised for the local Macmillan Cancer Care Support.

Bedford & District League - The year commenced with the Summer League with again a full complement of 48 teams taking part.  60 teams entered the Senior League this season; 23 teams taking part in the Youth League, and 48 teams in the Junior League, showing continued growth.  The weather of course dominated the early part of 2010 and the League are planning a different format for the Cup & Plate competition in order to free up some weeks to cope with weather should this be needed.

Both the Senior and Junior Leagues held charity tournaments this year and raised over £1,200 for Keech Hospice Care based in Luton.  

Umpire Development.  Activity continues across the County.  Successful umpire award passes throughout the season as follows; 1 ‘A’ Award Written Paper, 4 ‘B’ Award umpires have passed ‘B’ Test Assessment awaiting ‘B’ Test dates, 9 ‘C’ Award passes, and 11 Beginner Award passes. 1 Beginner Award Course and 1 ‘C’ Award Course have been held and also two Beginner Award Mentoring Workshops arranged.  We now have 9 new Beginner Level Mentors, which is encouraging.  5 ‘B’ Award Umpires attended the New Testers Workshop in March organised by the Region, Test observations have commenced.  A Disciplinary Evening was held for one of the Leagues. 

County Academies.   The Academies have again run well this season.   We ran 2 x Satellite Academies, one in Bedford and one in Luton, plus one County academy in Bedford.   Approximately 60 girls were involved with the Academies, and the season finished with an Awards evening with 150 people in attendance, the Awards were presented by three of our Talented Young Players – Shaunagh Craig, Josie Huckle and Loran Wyatt. 
Bedfordshire Players in Talent Structure.    6 players were selected for the Regional Academy; 4 players were selected for Mavericks Youth NTL Squad – Shaunagh Craig, Loran Wyatt, Josie Huckle and Danielle Stigwood.  Congratulations to Shaunagh, Loran and Josie for also being selected into the Excel Programme
Club Development.  Congratulations to the following Clubs for success in the Regional League; Wyvern Grangers for their finishing position in Division 1 and then success in the Play Off Tournament and attaining entry into the Premier League; Team Beds on gaining promotion to Division 1 of the Regional League, also to Wyvern Granges for their success in the Regional League Entry Tournament gaining them access to Regional League Division 2 for next season.  

2 Clubs were successfully reaccredited with their CAPS Silver level during the season.

As per the opening statement again a very busy and successful season, however, a big thank you as always must go to all League Committee Members and Volunteers across the County for their continued commitment to Bedfordshire netball.

The County Umpiring Committee have tried to concentrate on mentoring this season as we were having a lot of attendance at our Beginners & “C” courses but we were not seeing the progress onto passing the tests. We have therefore successfully implemented the mentoring programme, and have had a number of umpires going on to pass their Beginner Award. We have found that this process greatly increases the pass rate at testing, as umpires can be assessed prior to applying for their tests, thus saving costs for non-productive tests for Beginners. We have found a significant increase in the standard of umpires at Beginner test level as a direct result of the mentoring. We also have 6 new mentors this season who have assisted with this process. So far we have not had any potential C Award’s come forward and we need to focus our attention next season to increasing the C Awards in Cambridgeshire. We have had an extremely successful year for our B Award umpires; we now have 4 newly-qualified B Award umpires with 2 more currently on the mentoring programme. Congratulations go to Lisa Ellis, Judy Preece, Jean Hobday and Tamsin Majerus for passing their B Award tests.

We had four candidates attending the Testers workshop in Bedford, and hopefully this will enable Cambridgeshire to increase the number of C Award testers available as currently we have only 2. 

We also have one person going forward for the new Tutor’s workshop which again will help take the strain of our one Tutor. We have completed 1 C Award course this year, and are currently organising our second Beginner Course. We have accommodated all the candidates waiting for courses, and consequently have no waiting lists for courses, as we organise a course as soon as there are enough potential candidates to fill one.

The County round of the National Schools Competition was held at Arthur Mellows Village College in Peterborough on 2 dates:- 

U19 on Tuesday 17th November 2009 – 
Winners Hills Road and runners up Perse

U14 / U16 on Thursday 19th November 2009 – 
Winners U14 St Mary’s & runners up Sawtry

Winners U16 Kings School & runners up AMVC

Well done to all teams - Unfortunately none of our teams qualified for the finals - this competition highlighted our standing in the East and confirmed an area that Cambridgeshire need to focus on to improve our playing standard.

Other important activities in Cambridgeshire include launching 6 Back 2 Netball projects with 143 participants. We held an Excel workshop for our Academy Coaches and a Talent ID and Selection Workshop to help our non Academy Coaches work with and select gifted and talented players, bringing everything inline with the Excel guide lines.  

2 new School Club Links have been completed feeding students into junior clubs.

We have worked with the Special schools inviting them to enter netball teams in the Youth Games Also we had a netball competition held along side many other sports with our CSP in June 09 and the Netball and tournament held in October 09 which 9 teams entered.  
A player/coach workshop was held in September 09 open to all affiliated members, coached by Jo Munnion with 24 people attending.

We have 4 new High 5 sections launched in different parts of the County which ran for 8 weeks with a festival on the 9th week.  57 under 11's took part in these new sections.

We also had two successful funding applications.  One from Cambridgeshire Community Foundation for £2000 to be used for – High 5 Netball equipment and another from Sport Unlimited for £600 to be used for – High 5 Netball facilities.

All in all it has been a very busy season but as ever an enjoyable one. I would like to thank my committee for all of their hard work again this season to enable our Cambridgeshire netballers to play competitive netball.

This is my last season as Cambridgeshire County Chair as I believe it is time for some fresh blood in this role. I will of course give my support & guidance to my replacement and wish them good luck in the role – hoping they will enjoy it as much as I have. I am still going to be very active within Cambridgeshire with my other roles - so will not be bored!!!!

EAST ESSEX 
In East Essex we have continued with our development work both in umpiring, coaching and schools. This year we have had 1 B award pass and 12 C award passes which is the same as last year and again is not as many as we would have liked for a county of our size. The Youth Umpire award scheme which we started last year has started to bear fruit and we have assessed 10 new Youth Award umpires within the school programme. Several more Teacher Orientation workshops have been run across the county as well as the normal range of umpiring courses in conjunction with our member leagues.

We also have 10 new level 2 coaches and 9 level 1’s and our grant scheme continues to help coaches with the cost of coaching courses and this will continue for the foreseeable future. The grant scheme is also there to assist umpires and we have supported 3 umpires who attended the national B to A course in September. 

There have been 4 Back to Netball groups in the county and we are hopeful that these will lead to new clubs being formed and entering the leagues in due course. I did mention the new facilities now available in Basildon last year and since then there have been initial discussions between the local authority in Chelmsford and the league in that area for a new sports facility for netball in that area which will alleviate the pressure on their present facilities which are at capacity. The main junior league in Chelmsford also continues to thrive with 70 teams from 18 clubs some coming from other counties because of the high standard of competition on offer.   

On the competition side we would like to congratulate Eastwood on gaining promotion to Division 1 of the Regional League next year and Great Baddow High School and Chelmsford County High School on reaching the finals of the Regional Round of National Schools competition at under 16 and under 14 respectively.  

The county has also recognised personal success of Christie Simpson being selected for the England under 19 long squad and Michaela Austin, Marina Mensah-Afoakwah and Rianna Reid in the successful Mavericks Youth squad.
That all this happens is down to the hard work of all the volunteers in the county. I would like to express my thanks to them but pay particular tribute to my colleagues on the committee for their help, support and guidance.

At a national level, the Herts & Essex School came 3rd in the U16s; Bobbi Simmonds, from Turnford club, was selected for the U17 England Squad and was invited on the national tour of Malta; and Turnford achieved the national U14 Runners Up.  At a regional level: Turnford won the U14 and U16, and were  Division 1 Senior League Champions, and rose to the 2nd Division of the Premier League; and Watford Prem were the Runners Up in Division 2.  At a county level, Jackie Mizens achieved her Umpiring A Award and Kathryn Titmuss achieved her Level 3 Coaching.  In addition, Brian Worrell was awarded with the Hertfordshire County Sports Partnership Lifetime Achievement Award as well as the Dacorum Sports Hero Award in his local borough.  Also, Hertfordshire continue to do well with their CAPS Accreditation, contributing one third of the Gold and Silver accreditations in the East Region.   

Hertfordshire have had another busy year with numerous schools, clubs, academies, individuals, the County Committee and its Technical Support Groups working hard to enable netball to be played by a wide cross section of the community.  Hertfordshire have seen further developments in the Back to Netball initiative, fulfilling, for many, a social need as well as a physical experience.   Our thanks go to Teresa White for all her hard work during the 2 years she has worked with Hertfordshire on this project.

Unfortunately, we saw the departure of Emily Drackford, the Hertfordshire Netball Development Coordinator, who made a marvellous contribution during her relatively short time in this role.  We welcomed Emma Moule as the new Netball Development Officer and we are very fortunate to have Emma on our team because of her strong networks in the county emanating from her long history of playing and coaching netball in Hertfordshire.  Her 2 main achievements over the last few months are: 1) launch of the new county website (www.hertsnetball.co.uk) earlier this year, and 2) the first High 5 Schools County Final held in March. 

Our County Committee has seen a couple of changes.  Unfortunately, we lost Lynn Jackson from the County Committee.  Lynn has worked tirelessly for netball in our county ever since her arrival in 1981 and has made an outstanding contribution to netball in Hertfordshire.  This was acknowledged at our 2009 AGM/Awards Evening with the Hertfordshire Dorothy Broad Administrator Award and Lynn is the only person to have received this twice.  We welcomed Mike Bedford as our new County Secretary, although not new to the Committee.  Our County Committee remains strong with highly experienced volunteers with vast expertise in netball.  One of those members, Anne Marie Riddle, has been appointed to the national Officiating Advisory Group as a volunteer with extensive knowledge and understanding in this area; along with Yvonne Adshead who is another active and valued volunteer in Hertfordshire.

Our Equity and Welfare Officer, Carole Titmuss, has worked hard last year to encourage all affiliated clubs and leagues to establish this role locally if they have not done so already.  This has resulted in the creation of a wide virtual network of club Welfare Officers. Mentoring of umpires is ongoing and the above results speak for themselves.  The following gained their accreditation for mentoring: Gary Burgess. We have established a mentoring scheme throughout the county for umpires working towards a qualification and this is producing the results seen.

7 Beginner Umpiring courses have been run during the year and very well attended as well as courses for the C award, Testing and Table Officials with a Tutors course schgeduled for September 2010.

Our umpires have been working in many elite fields with 11 officiating regularly in the East Open Clubs league as well as Sophie Pike and Sue Brown officiating at Mavericks and the National Schools finals. Sue and Sophie officiated at the Mavericks vs England match which is an experience they will treasure.
I have been allocated to Superleague games again this year and was honoured with the Cooperative Super League “Umpire of the Year”.

Excel .

In September 2009 we hosted an Excel Talent Identification pilot workshop for Teachers and Coaches and there is another one planned for this September. 
Shana Potgieter, Steff Burt and Alice Ewer have again been selected for Mavericks Youth. In December Alice was selected to play in Netball Europe for the England U19 Squad. More recently Alice has been selected out of 40 players to tour Australia in July. At only 17 years of age the County would like to congratulate Alice on all her achievements so far. 9 athletes were selected at cross county screening but only 1, Megan Broughton was selected for Regional Screening on the 11th July at Hatfield. 
From September 2010 we will have Satellite Academies in the East, North, and Central/South. West will not be going ahead due to lack of participants. There has been a change of emphasis in the screening for the academies this year and I am pleased to say that this produced quality and not quantity. For the last few years the girls attending Satellite Academies have been sorted by their postcodes so that we can ensure an even distribution in each area. Coaches and Teachers nominating this year for Satellite trials did encourage their players to trial in the area closest to their postcode so the trials were more evenly distributed. We hope this continues. We have approximately 27 girls to screen for this year’s County Academy.

Following the successful screening in June we selected a total of 54 players to attend the Suffolk Academies broken down as follows

We also ran a further screening in September for a Development Academy which targeted the girls who were talented but not developed enough for the Satellite and hoped that working with them at an earlier age will help to bring them on and this produced a further 43 players split between South Suffolk (27) and West Suffolk (16).  

South Suffolk: In the Satellite we had a majority of new girls this year, which is encouraging. Most have shown a great deal of improvement but we have found it difficult with certain players to cement the skills worked on because they did not belong to a local club where they could get match practice. The development girls were younger and a very lively bunch this year and again we have the issue of most girls not being in a club. They followed a very similar schedule to the satellite girls but showed a greater improvement throughout the sessions in comparison and there are about 6/7 players who should really aim for satellite this year but the rest benefit from a 2nd year in development.
West Suffolk: The County academy started with 11 athletes 4 of whom were new to the County standard, 3 progressing from Satellite and the Satellite academy had only 8 girls. These numbers were a very small compared with previous seasons where we have had over 18.  After a few sessions in, Megan Fulcher was promoted from the Development academy so the satellite grew to 9 but another player later dropped out and the shortcomings of having small groups soon became apparent. This year was the first season we held a Development Academy in the West Suffolk with 15 players having 6 sessions. There has been much improvement in that the great majority ought to achieve Satellite standard this year and as such we will be inviting them to screening on 3rd July.  This will mean that they need to keep up the good work.

In the West we held a session for both Satellite and County to prepare for screening days and this gave us a chance to highlight where improvements could be made. This session was run alongside an Excel ID workshop and gave everybody a dress rehearsal for screening proper. We are looking at possibility of running an Elite Academy for those likely to trial at regional level to give them extra coaching which hopefully will increase our chances of success. Last year Suffolk did not have any players within the regional academy and this is something we would obviously like to change. 
This year we sent 14 girls from the academies to the first round of regional screening at Norwich.  From this first pre screening with Norfolk 6 progressed to the second  stage but none of the 5 who attended were successful and we are currently awaiting feedback for improvement. Olivia Bugg was unable to attend the second as she was playing in the National Club championships and she will be seen at Regional Screening on 11th July and is our last hope for a Suffolk player.
Moving forward we are changed the format for this year’s academy screening to see if this will improve the process. We hope to run the development academy again but this is still to be discussed.  The other possibility is that we may combine the 2 county academies but this will be decided after selection has been completed.  
The County has run a couple of Excel Talent ID Workshops where both teachers and coaches throughout Suffolk were invited. Five coaches from Suffolk (Jane Fison, Donna Sullivan, Dawn Blake, Sue Bailey and Heidi Wyncoll) also attended a Excel Scouting workshop. There should be another course in September. The head Talent Scout for Suffolk is now Donna Sullivan.

Officials -This year we are pleased on our progress.  We have had eight “C” award tests completed which all have passed.  Sarah Jackson, Stephanie Dickinson, Nigel Vincent, Diane James, Dawn Blake, Donna Sullivan, Rebecca Tills and Sharon Cullen and two further applicants waiting to be tested.

We have four new testers awaiting accreditation Margaret Brown, Ros Hay, Susan Bailey and Shirley Bugg and three members attended the recent Table Officials workshop. We hope some members will attending a course to become tutors.

Coaching - This year we held Shooting and Defending workshops, both of which were fully booked and enjoyed by the grassroots players. A recent UKCC Level One course was held in Suffolk which was most welcome.  We feel that if the application form showed the attendee’s club, we in Suffolk would be able offer assistance.

Competition - The Under 16 County League was held again with the purpose of getting a County Champion to go through to the Under 16 Regional League.  Unfortunately a low level of interest meant that only two teams entered Civil Service and Ipswich Ladies.  Ipswich Ladies won the game and went through to the Regional League.  We also offered the same for the Under 14’s, again we had a very low response with only one club applying, and Civil Service went through.
We are concerned that our County leagues for the under 16 and 14 are not progressing and we are not sure they serve any real purpose especially when you get some counties not entering a team or teams only playing some of their games as friendlies. It has always been difficult for us to engender support for the County league and I would welcome the views of other counties in the East on this subject. 
Schools - The winners and runners up in our County Round were:

Under 19 - Ipswich School and Great Cornard, 
Under 16 - Thurston and Culford 
Under 14 - Ipswich High and Kesgrave High.  
Once again the County Champions in each age group had a coaching session taken by an external coach.  
We have recently had a High 5 County Competition held at Great Cornard Upper School and whilst the weather was not perfect but the afternoon stayed dry during play.  15 Schools participated with up to 9 players per school.  Great Cornard supplied Young Leaders to assist 4 senior SSCo's with umpiring and scoring. The overall winners were Bromford with Kingsfleet A as runners up.

8 Future Liabilities
