Club Link Definition 
From a school perspective:

A school has links with a club when ‘pupils are actively guided towards* a club in a quality assured** setting following activities delivered by the club/clubs coaches/SSP’
From a clubs perspective:

A club has links with a school when ‘pupils actively attend or are guided towards a club following activities* delivered by the club/clubs coaches/SSP’
For example – 
· The SSP organises a coach from Ampthill Rugby Club to deliver some curriculum time coaching at your school, prior to the Tag Rugby festival. The coach hands out flyers promoting its junior section and will promote the club further at the festival which is based at the club

· A parent of a child at your school runs a Saturday morning football club. They come in and do a presentation in assembly and tell pupils about their training times. During their Thursday training session for the next 2 weeks between 6pm-6.30pm, the sessions will solely be for pupils from your school. Following this, your pupils will be included in full club training.
Just doing an assembly does not form a School Club Link

NOTE

· Short or long term ‘Out of Hours Clubs’ on school premises run by private deliverers (eg Premier Sport/Sport Support) with no pathways to further development*** DO NOT count as club links

· One-off taster sessions DO NOT count as club links
· Simple promotion of a club via leaflets/poster DO NOT count as club links
* = Festivals when held on club grounds/Coaching sessions at school/Coaching sessions for pupils from your school on club grounds/Assemblies (where promoting targeted coaching sessions)
** = Has Minimum Operating Standards or Clubmark
*** = Links to local sports clubs, competitive opportunities, progression
