	Sport England Funding Programmes
	Small Grants - The Sport England Small Grants Programme has been set up to support local community sport projects which seek to increase participation, sustain participation or develop opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport. It is open to any bona fide not-for-profit club or association, statutory body or educational establishment. You can apply for any sum from £300 to £10,000 but the total project cost cannot exceed £50,000

Sportsmatch - The Sportsmatch programme increases investment in community sport by matching sponsorship money pound for pound. Sportsmatch is funded by Sport England to support the development of grassroots sport in England. It makes awards to organisations running projects aimed at increasing participation in sports at community level through matching eligible funding invested in community sport. Sport England can match sponsorship which has been given to an eligible sports body by a company, trust, charity, or private individual to fund projects that promote new participation at grassroots level.

Innovation Fund - The Innovation Fund will seek to harness new ideas and attract new partners to find breakthrough solutions for grassroots sport. Sport England welcome applications from a wide range of organisations, but all proposals should address at least one of our three strategic outcomes - growing and sustaining participation and creating opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport. 

Rural Communities (themed funding round) - The Rural Communities Themed Round will support projects that increase sporting opportunities for people in rural areas. It is the first in a series of themed funding rounds designed to focus on specific areas, or challenges, in grassroots sport that will benefit from new ideas and additional targeted investment. The Rural Communities Themed Round will be open to sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, schools, colleges and universities that provide opportunities for people to take part in community sport. 

Sustainable Facilities Fund - It's not enough just to invest in a facility. You have to make sure that the facility continues to provide high quality opportunities for people to play sport year after year. The Sustainable Facilities Fund will support projects that are capable of generating enough revenue to maintain high standards, a varied programme of sporting opportunities and outreach work.
