There are still issues with regard to insurance / multi sports coaching or Level 2 coaches working at Level 1 in other sports.  SCuk advice is no, unless NGB permission sought.  In schools, ultimately the responsibility of the Head teacher to satisfy themselves that coaches are suitably qualified and experienced to deliver proposed Programme of Study. This is underpinned by Bedfordshire and Luton’s AOTTSL policy.

SCUK currently looking at this whole issue.

CW reported that Premier Sport have their own insurance independent of NGBs.

HSLA  (Higher Sports Leaders Award) is considered a Level 2.  Recipients are endorsed to deliver by Sports Leaders UK.  This could resolve the Level 2 / 1 issue.  LT to investigate further and report back with regards to what HSLA recipients are enabled to deliver
With regards to insurance, NGBs need to differentiate between different types of coach working in different settings.  E.g Childrens Coach vs High Performance Coach.  Very different insurance implications.

	FA Mentors Programme
This has been developed because newly qualified coaches returning to the club environment were not getting the levels of support they needed.  Clubs will need to identify Mentor candidates who will be measured against a Person Specification to gauge suitability. Successful candidates will undergo an 8 hr course.

This process is embryonic with first course scheduled for March 2010.  Once finalised it will be reported back to CSSN with a view to rolling out across all sports
	

	tBL Coach  Education

New programme being planned for commencement April 2010.  Poor uptake on previous portfolio of any courses that were not MOS.(Fundementals, Periodisation etc)..

It was agreed that for the next programme, only MOS courses would be included.  Looking longer term, COACHWEB could provide a means of identifying  courses that are needed by coaches-working on an’ Expression of Interest’ basis.
