Levels of Coaching Qualifications
Most National Governing Body (NGB) coaching qualifications are now in line with the UK Coaching Certificate (UKCC) criteria. The table below outlines what coaches are qualified to do at each level.

	UKCC Level
	What the coach will be qualified to do

	1
	Assist a more qualified coach, delivering aspects of coaching sessions, normally under direct supervision



	2
	Prepare for, deliver and review coaching session(s)



	3
	Plan, implement, analyse and revise annual coaching programmes



	4
	Design, implement and evaluate the process and outcome of long-term specialist coaching programmes



	5
	Generate, direct and manage the implementation of cutting-edge coaching solutions and programmes




The minimum level of qualification for any coach working independently in any sport is Level 2 (please note that in Gymnastics the Level 2 qualification is referred to as the ‘coach/Club Coach Award’ and in Tennis it is called the ‘Development Coach Award’). Any coach that is not qualified to this level must be accompanied by a teacher or more qualified coach.
