Screening - Insurance, CRB and First Aid Information

Insurance

There are three main types of insurance that a coach may obtain:
Public Liability

This insurance covers an individual or organisation’s legal liability to pay damages to members of the public (including people being coached) for death, bodily injury or damage to their property.

Personal Accident

This insurance provides the coach with financial cover should they suffer a serious injury (or death) while coaching.

Professional Indemnity

Some insurance companies also offer Personal Indemnity cover for coaches. This covers individuals if they are sued by someone (i.e. person coached by them) who believes they have received bad or negligent advice/other services and incurred an injury or other loss as a result.

CRB

All AOTTSL must have an enhanced Criminal Records Bureau certificate. Issued by the appropriate LA (or Employer if contracted).
First Aid

It is desirable that all AOTTSL are qualified to administer First Aid (level of qualification should be determined by the school). AOTTSL must be aware of school procedures for dealing with an accident and these procedures must be followed. It is the school’s responsibility to ensure first aid cover is available during curriculum and out of hours learning sessions.
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
