Youth Umpire Award

INFORMATION DETAILS

Background:

Over the past 16months, EN has been working with a pilot group of schools and clubs to assist in the development of an umpire award, which will meet the needs of young people and can be delivered successfully in schools and CAPS Clubs. The result is the Youth Umpire Award which includes a well illustrated candidate workbook, which the individual works through at their own pace and practical opportunities to umpire in school and the community. Positive feedback from the pilots leads EN to believe that this award can provide a springboard for creating a new pool of talented young umpires.   

Target Group: 

13-18year olds in Schools and CAPS accredited Silver / Gold Clubs

Award Outcomes: 

· To improve young peoples understanding of game.

· To introduce generic skills of umpiring. 

· To offer opportunities for Talent Identification (linked to PESSCL Gifted and Talented Programme).

· It will fulfil the National Curriculum requirements for Key Stage 3 & 4. 

· When accepted with Sports Leaders Award & Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme will provide opportunities for progression  

Delivery: 

Stage 1 – 2½hour Orientation Workshop either for Teachers organised through Specialist Sports College structure or for Club personnel organised through CAPS Clubs in County. 

YUA Orientation Workshop Tutors identified by EN.

Stage 2 – Minimum 6hour delivery tutored by teachers or club personnel. May be delivered during lesson time or in after school sessions, candidates’ complete Workbook Resource with competencies.

Stage 3 – On completion of Workbook, a practical assessment – pass/defer.

YUA Assessors identified by EN.

Where next?

Accredited Youth Umpires will be able to umpire within their own age group and below

Youth Umpires will hold their qualification until 18 years of age 

Upon recommendation, qualified Youth Umpires may move directly to ‘C’ Award Assessment
